Acceptance of Responsibilities and Release from Liability

The YMCA Parent-Child Program includes activities that take place on YMCA property, in other participants' homes, public
parks and facilities and other private properties.

Acknowledgement of Risks: I am aware that my child(ren) and I will have the opportunity to participate in a variety of activities
involving a degree of risk and I assume the risks inherent to each of these locations, activities and ensuing transportation in-
volved. I understand that I am responsible for the supervision of my child(ren) at all times and I agree to abide by any rules and
regulations of the YMCA or of other organizations involved. In addition, I understand that camp outings provide an increased
level of risks, as I have read below, and I agree to assume these risks.

Insurance: I understand it is my responsibility to provide for my/my child(ren)'s own accident and health coverage while partici-
pating in this program and I further understand that the YMCA does not provide this coverage.

Photograph Permission: I give permission for the YMCA to use, without limitation or obligation, photographs, film footage or
tape recordings which may include my/my child(ren)'s image or voice for purposes of promoting YMCA programs.

Property Loss: I understand that the YMCA is not responsible for personal property lost, damaged or stolen while using YMCA
facilities or participating in YMCA programs.

Medical Treatment: In the event I can not respond, I give permission for emergency medical surgical and hospital treatment and
procedures to be performed by a licensed physician or hospital when deemed immediately necessary or advisable by a physician
to safeguard my/my child(ren)'s health.

Release from Liability: I hereby agree to release the YMCA of Greater Seattle ("YMCA"), its employees, volunteers, agents, and
independent contractors from any and all responsibility and liability of any nature, including claims for injury, illness, death, loss
or damage, resulting from my or my child(ren)'s participation in any YMCA activity. If any portion of this release is held to be
invalid, I agree that the remaining terms shall continue to be in full legal force and effect.

Awareness of Risks for Camp Outings

Camp outings are a special part of the Parent-Child Program. Camps are selected for their ability to provide fun and safe activi-
ties and facilities, but camps, by their nature, are not without risk. The elements that make camp a unique experience, such as
being outdoors, near and around water, and traveling by ferry, van, bus, horse-pulling cart and powerboat, can cause loss or dam-
age to equipment, injury, illness, and even death. We do not want to diminish your enthusiasm for the experience, yet we want
all participants to know in advance what to expect and what some of the potential risks are by participating in camp outings.

The following describes some, but not all, of the activities with potential risks: Activities may include games involving running,
group initiative problems and other rigorous physical adventure activities. Participants may be outdoors for periods of time ex-
posed to wind, rain, snow and other natural elements. If doing a ropes or challenge course, participants may be climbing trees or
walking on cables and logs which are suspended in the air; there is a degree of physical and emotional risk associated with this
type of activity. If sea kayaking, canoeing, or riding in a powerboat there may be an exposure to natural conditions for prolonged
periods of time, including cold water, rocky beaches, hypothermia, and possibility of drowning. Participants may be cooking out
of doors, using stoves, and other kitchen materials. Camps also expose participants to fire and wildlife, to potentially slippery
paths and to bunkbeds from which participants could fall. Sledding activities could result in collisions with trees and riding
horses could result in falls. If using rifles, knives or bows and arrows, participants may be exposed to risks inherent to these
activities.
